“Make a Change” Challenge
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Okay all you penny hoarders, time to mix it up a little.  There’s a new game in GVP this year.  The “Make a Change” challenge gives each floor an opportunity to compete against each other and select the SECC charity to contribute the entire contents of the canister on your floor!  We ask each floor to choose a charity by the end of the 1st week of the Campaign.  The rules are as follows:
Object of the Game
The “Make a Change” is a competition between floors (including EMC, GOB & MSI) in the Grandview Plaza.  The object is to get as many points as possible to win the “challenge”, which will run the entire length of this year’s SECC campaign. The “challenge” begins Monday, September 13th at 8:00 a.m. and concludes October 15th at 4:00 p.m.  

How to Play
There will be one container on each floor (look for the balloons to determine the location or ask the person below for the location of the collection canister):

1st Floor – Wendy Rademacher/Kyle Davenport (Human Resources)



2nd Floor (including GOB) – Sue Mulford (Operations Support Administration)



3rd Floor (including EMC) – Merrie Lynn Cherry/Kitty Hodge (Parole Board)



4th Floor (including MSI) – Sandy Feldpausch (Executive Bureau)



5th Floor – Missy Hetherington – (Finance)
Rules
Containers must be in plain sight from 8:00 a.m. until 5:00 p.m. Monday through Friday.  You cannot prevent someone from putting money in your canister or remove money from the canister. 
Scoring 
Points are accumulated per the value of the coins, HOWEVER, paper currency must be subtracted from the total number of points earned!  (Example:  If you have a total of $6.00 in assorted coins (600 points) and a ten dollar bill, you subtract 1,000 points from your total, leaving you only -400 points.) 
Each canister will be marked to gauge progress.  We will not count the money in the canisters until the end of the campaign, however, half-way through the campaign (September 29th) we will announce how full each floor’s canister is.  The canisters are clear, so you will be able to see each floor’s progress.
At the conclusion, the floor with the most points wins, will take possession of a traveling trophy, receive  (prize yet to be determined)  and have bragging rights for the year!  Thank you for ”Making a Change”, whether it’s in your life or the lives of those supported by your chosen charity.
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
