How to Play

Rules
Containers must be in plain sight from 8:00 a.m. until 5:00 p.m. Monday through Thursday and until 4:00 on Friday.  You cannot prevent someone from putting money in your canister during the permitted times.  The canisters will be sealed each week and cannot be opened until 4:00 p.m. on Friday

Scoring (This is the “challenging” part!!!)

One point is earned for every penny in the canister, HOWEVER, if there are any other coins or paper currency in the jar, their total point value must be subtracted from the total number of points earned!  (Example:  If there are 200 pennies (points) in your canister and a dollar bill, a dime and a quarter, you subtract 135 points from your total, leaving you only 65 points.) 
Possible Penalty:  If any seals are broken, the pennies will be equally distributed to floors with unbroken seals, and all paper/other coins will be subtracted, leaving you with a negative total for the week!
The jars will be totaled after 4:00 each Friday and the results posted in the lobby the following Monday.  
At the conclusion, the floor with the most points will “Win the Challenge”.   They will take possession of the plaque, receive 4 free casual days and have bragging rights for the year!  Thank you for participating and remember, “Give What You Live” to this year’s Campaign!
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
